The
mark must not be altered.
Colours must not be substituted.
New sub-logos should not be
created. Approved templates
should be used as provided for

materials.

THE REGIONAL BEGINNING

cross the world, Mothers’ Union is recognised not because
every branch looks exactly the same, but because every
branch belongs to the same story.

From Sydney to Canada, from village parishes to cathedral congregations,
the deeper question is not how to look modern, but how people recognise
who we are.

This identity begins with that answer. It does not attempt to reinvent
Mothers’ Union, compete with its history or borrow authority from passing
trends.

Instead, it gives visible form to what has long been present: faith lived in
action, relationships carried across generations, and a movement sustained
by service rather than spectacle.

Mothers’ Union Cyprus & The Gulf stands within that worldwide
movement, yet it is not a borrowed presence. It is this movement
taking shape here, across islands, cities, parishes, homes,
languages and journeys. The identity must therefore do two
things at once: recognise the inheritance and make room for the
region to speak in its own voice.

These guidelines are designed to support a clear, consistent and
dignified use of that identity across print and digital materials.

THE OPEN ARCH

The symbol is built from two ideas held
together

The M stands open and architectural. It carries
the meaning of welcome, entry and recognition:
a movement people can come into, belong to,
and know as Mothers’ Union.

A mark that gathers

The U is held within the mark rather than standing
apart from it. Its shape recalls a cradle, a vessel
and a woven place of care. It gives the identity its
quieter meaning: Mothers’ Union does not simply
gather people; it holds, nurtures and strengthens
family life.

The mosaic pieces inside the U carry that meaning

further. Different in shape and colour, they suggest

the many lives that form our Mothers’ Union: women

and families from different backgrounds, places, e
cultures and traditions. No single tile carries the

whole story. Together, they become one

recognisable expression.

AUTHORITY MARK

The seal

The seal is the authority mark of Mothers’ Union
Cyprus & The Gulf, reserved for certificates, formal
notices, approvals and archival use. It should not be
used as decoration for everyday flyers or social
posts.

Its sand-toned ground gives warmth and place. The

stars suggest guidance and the desert sky, while the
olive branches speak of peace, reconciliation and

hope.

The two quadrifoil flowers bring order, balance and

completeness, guarding the seal with quiet Avoid for: everyday WhatsApp graphics, casual posts and

formality. small thumbnails.

e Do not stretch, compress or retype the name.

Primary colours

The primary palette carries the identity and
should lead most materials.

Use these colours first for stationery,
publications, notices, certificates and formal
layouts.

Only essential colour information is shown here:

name, HEX value and primary use.

Check colour consistency with a designer or printer
before production. Paper stock, finish and print method
can change how colours appear.

Colour usage and combinations

Approved combinations help materials feel varied without
fragmenting the identity.

House stationery

Use paper-led grounds with Cathedral Navy text and restrained Old Gold
detail. This is the default for letterheads, notices and formal documents.

Warm Ivory + Cathedral Navy + Old Gold

Regional light

For welcome materials, branch stories and image-led pages. Keep the
palette airy and calm, with colour supporting rather than overwhelming the

page.

Soft Cream + Sea Glass + Ocean Blue + Olive Grove

Ceremonial register

For certificates, formal invitations and presidential correspondence.
Burgundy should remain an emphasis, not become the whole page.

Warm Ivory + Vesper Plum + Royal Burgundy + Old Gold

Digital action

Use Living Teal for buttons, links and forms only. Pair it with light grounds
and Cathedral Navy text to keep digital material on-brand.

Soft Cream + Cathedral Navy + Living Teal

Quick rule Use the approved HEX values. Do not invent extra colours, use every colour on one page, or use Living Teal as print decoration.
